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Por la Paz del Mundo: Caminemos hacia la Eliminacién Total del Armamento
Nuclear

Nunca como ahora hemos estamos tan cerca que estalle una guerra nuclear entre
naciones que consideramos civilizadas y que son parte de la familia humana. Una
guerra nuclear tendria consecuencias inimaginables y afectara, sin duda, a toda la
humanidad.
Por este motivo, quienes abogamos por la paz en el mundo, queremos expresar
lo siguiente:

1 — Nuestra preocupacion que estalle una guerra nuclear entre EEUU y Corea del
Norte. Si bien, saludamos el inicio de conversaciones entre ambas Coreas, a
consecuencia de los Juegos Olimpicos, es necesario que se tome el compromiso
permanente de trabajar por resolver los conflictos para esto es muy importante
que EEUU no realice ni operaciones ni ejercicios militares en aire, mar o tierra en
la peninsula coreana.

2 — Llamamos a EEUU y sus aliados de la OTAN a no seguir realizando ejercicios
militares en la frontera con Rusia o en el mar de China meridional. Los militares
estdn para la defensa de sus naciones y no deben traspasar sus mismas
fronteras.

3 — Llamamos a EEUU y Rusia a mantener los Tratados de Fuerzas Nucleares de
Alcance Intermedio (INF, Intermediate-Range Nuclear Forces) el que acuerda la
eliminaciéon de misiles balisticos, de crucero, nucleares o convencionales, cuyo
rango de ataque estuviera entre 500 y 5.500 kilbmetros; también el Tratado de
Reduccion de Armas Estratégicas (START I, Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty),
gue esta en vigor, y que implica reducciones, por parte de ambas partes, hasta un
méaximo de 1.550 ojivas nucleares estratégicas. Llamamos a estas naciones a
seguir avanzando hasta la eliminacion total de las armas nucleares.

4 - Llamamos a la administracion de Trump a seguir siendo parte del Acuerdo
Nuclear con Iran el que ha sido firmado junto a China, Francia, Inglaterra, Rusia y
Alemania con el gobierno irani que es un paso importante a favor de la paz.

5 — Celebramos la adopcion del Tratado de Prohibicién de Armas Nucleares, en la
Conferencia de las Naciones Unidas, por 122 gobiernos, y llamamos a todos los
Estados a ratificarlo cuanto antes. Al mismo tiempo, los instamos a seguir
desarrollando la diplomacia por la paz hasta lograr que los demas paises,
especialmente los que disponen de armamento nuclear, sean parte de este
tratado.
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6. Finalmente, convocamos a todos los Premios Nobel de la Paz, a los lideres
mundiales, a las personas de buena voluntad, a seguir trabajando por un mundo
seguro para todas y todos. Sembremos justicia y el fruto seréa la paz.
